Bottom Fishing Description
Comment on Text
Bottom fishing includes fishing for bottom fish species from a boat.  It does not include use of nets, spearfishing.


Spearfishing Description
Comment on Text
Spearfishing includes in water use of a spear (gun, 3-prong) for fish, crab, lobster, and octopus at depths greater than 5 feet deep.  It includes commercial and non-commercial, day and night activities.  This category does not include shoreline gathering at depths less than 5 feet.

Targeted species include: fuga (parrotfish), kala (grouper), poge, malagi, octopus, lobster, laea, alogo, ume (unicorn), pone, malau.  
  


Throw Nets Description
Comment on Text
This category includes the use of throw nets, but excludes the use of other net types.

Targeted Species include: goat fish, herring (or sardine?) mullets in same area, pelupelu (peri) and magigi fish, Fua fua, pelupelu.


Gill Nets Description
Comment on Text
This category includes fishing using a gill net.  It excludes the use of all other types of nets.

Targeted Species include: atule (big eye scade), mullet, and aua. In front of stream mouth targeted species are young smelt a fresh water species. 

Trolling Description
Comment on Text
This category includes trolling with a pole and line (or handline) from a boat.  It does not include shore-based fishing or bottom fishing.

Targeted species include: marlin, wahoo, and barracuda.

Palolo Description
Comment on Text
This category includes fishing for palolo, a locally culturally significant species of marine worm that is harvested once a year.

In Fatu ma Futi you may catch Palolo right on the reef and in Fagaalu Palolo was good 5 years ago, but now it isn’t as good. 


Rod and Reel Description
Comment on Text
This category includes Shore based fishing with handline, bamboo pole or rod/reel.  Not included are trolling, boat-based fishing, or bottom fishing.

Targeted species include: atule, groupers, soldierfish, foafoa, parrot fish, cuddle fish and laea. 


Shoreline Gleaning Description
Comment on Text
This activity takes place at a depth of less than five feet and includes intertidal and shallow water gathering of most invertebrates including shellfish, crab, sea cucumbers, octopus (from shore), and shallow seaweed.  It does not include in-water diving for fish, lobster, octopus, and invertebrates at depths greater than 5 feet, or palolo gathering.

Targeted species include; octopus, sea urchins, trochus, sea cucumbers, clams, turbo snails, moray eel, and black snail.
